STAGE TWO INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the vacuum slides from the carbs. Remove the stock needles and
spacers, noting order of assembly (Fig.A).

2. Install Dynojet needle on groove #3 from the top. Install the Dynojet
washers above the E-clip.

3. Remove stock main jet and replace with Dynojet main provided. If you
remove the complete lid off the airbox use the DJ150 main jet for stock
exhaust, and use the DJ155 main jet for aftermarket header or a slip-on with
free flowing baffle. If you only remove the snorkel from the airbox lid use the
DJ144 main jet for stock exhaust, and use the DJ150 main jet for aftermarket
header or a slip-on with free flowing baffle. Be sure that the jet you are
changing is the main jet.

4. Locate the Fuel Mixture Screw location (Fig. B). Carefully turn mixture
screw clockwise until lightly seated, then back out 2-1/2 turns
