1. Remove the vacuum slide from the carbs. Remove the stock needles & spacers, 
noting order of assembly.  Locate the slide lift hoie (Fig. A). With the slide drill (DD #44)
supplied, enlarge the slide lift hole.

2. Install the Dynojet needles on groove #4. Install the Dynojet washers above the 
E-clip (2 per needle). The 4 remaining washers are for 1/2 groove adjustments, 
and need not be used at this time.

3. Remove the stock main jets and replace with Dynojet main jets provided. If you are
running the stock exhaust use the DJ094 main jets if you are running an aftermarket
headers or slip-on with high flowing baffle, use the DJ096 main jets. If you are running
the original filter without the foam insert, or if you are running a high flow relacement 
filter, use the DJ100 main jets. Be sure that the jets you are changing are the main jets.

4. Locate the Fuel Mixture screw (Fig. B). Carefully turn mixture screws clockwise until
they seat, turn out 2 1/4 turns.
